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The Akal Complex   which encompasses the Eternal University and its 

colleges at Baru Sahib is a picturesque valley of divine peace, spread over 

about 450 acres. Of this the constructed area exceeds 8 lakh square feet and 

has all the modem computerized facilities including excellent class rooms 

(with satellite links), laboratories, library (with INTERNET), hostels, staff 

residences, dairy, kitchen (for all), dining halls, solar power, laundry, bakery, 

printing press, book store, clothing centre, vehicles, workshops and fuel 

station. Besides, there is a multi-specialty Akal Hospital with specialist 

doctors, testing facilities and both indoor and outdoor care available (free of 

cost) not only for the students and staff but also to the people of the 

surrounding (and even far-off) areas, round the clock. All these facilities are 

available to the students and staff of Akal School of Economics (ASE).  
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Why to Study Economics? 
 

Economics is the study of how individuals, firms or society allocate limited 

resources between competing claims on their use, both now and for future 

generations. How much to save or invest? How much to spend on infrastructure 

development or in social sectors such as Education and Health? How much to use 

labour or capital in the production process? The choices affect the lives of everyone 

ï through the work place, the decisions of governments and the strategies of 

Business organizations. 

 At the National and Global levels, economic issues require deep 

understanding and an appropriate policy response by the governments, business 

organizations and the international community. For example, why are some 

countries richer than others?  How does globalization affect developing countries? 

How do we harness the positive effects of globalization for the benefits of greatest 

numbers? Should developed countries cancel Third World debt? Why is 

competitiveness important in the Global Economy? What are the likely implications 

of free trade? Is Privatization necessary? How do we deal with problems of 

downsizing and retrenchment of workers? How do we ensure that benefits of growth 

percolate down to poor? How do we deal with the problems of unemployment and 

inflation? How do we make growth more employment intensive? How do we 

introduce productivity linked wage systems? How do we ensure retention of 

knowledge-based workers in a liberalized and growing competitive labour market? Is 

concentration of population in major cities detrimental to development? 

 Understanding such issues leads to prescriptions for government policy. But 

this requires a combination of knowledge in economic theory and a strong 

quantitative ability. The 3-year Honours Course in Economics at Baru Sahib is, 

therefore, designed to teach concepts, analytical tools and quantitative techniques 

to understand contemporary economic problems and to be able to predict outcomes 

and evaluate policies. 

 The staff will have a wide range of active research interests, which ensure that 

teaching is topical, relevant and reflects the latest development in economics. 

Teaching will be through a mixture of lectures, seminars and workshops. It also aims 

to improve studentsô written and oral proficiency, their presentation in English and 

communication skills. 
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In addition to the regular staff, the study programme at the Akal School of 

Economics will be coordinated and directed by Shri A.S.Oberai, an alumni of the 

London School of Economics and former Director of the International Labour  

Organisation (United Nations). He has authored/co-authored 13 books and 25 

articles/policy research papers on population growth, migration and urbanization, 

employment, poverty and development related issues with special attention to policy 

concerns in developing countries. Some of his written work has been published by 

such reputed publishers as Oxford University Press, MacMillan (London), and 

Praeger (New York). Mr. Oberai has travelled to more than 120 countries around the 

World and has been recently a member of the Fifth Punjab Pay Commission.  He   is 

also a recipient of óMother India International Award 1996ôby the NRI Institute, New 

Delhi and óPride of India International Award 1997ô by the NRI Welfare Society of 

India.   

 
Career Opportunities: 
 
 The Honours course in Economics will help students to develop skills that 

they need to get a good job. The school would establish strong links with industry 

and business in the region and offer support in finding work placements. Economics 

graduates are highly employable. Apart from the specific understanding of the 

subject, employers value the skills of numeracy and analysis, the ability to 

communicate and the capacity to grasp broad issues which graduate at Baru Sahib 

are expected to acquire. While only a few economics graduates may be expected to 

become professional economists, many will find it an excellent base for entry into a 

rewarding career in finance (including accountancy, insurance, taxation, banking) or 

management. They could also obtain employment in a variety of major national and 

international firms in commercial, manufacturing, service (hospitality, tourism), 

social (education, health) and I.T. sectors. Some graduates may like to set up their 

own business organizations or go in for civil services competitive examinations. 

Smaller numbers may go on to take postgraduate studies either in economics, 

research, teachers training or further qualifications in specialist areas.  
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Forging Linkages with Foreign Universities and Global Institutions: 

 

With changing economic scenario, the focus of international community is shifting 

to countries like India, China and Brazil. There is also growing realization that global 

economic issues need global solutions. Efforts will therefore be made  to establish 

academic tie ups and exchange programmes with foreign universities and 

international institutions. The school would aim at sending some students every 

year under the exchange programme. An ultimate objective would be to establish 

dual degree programmes between Eternal University and reputed foreign academic 

institutions. As an initial step, guest faculty with economists of international repute 

belonging to such institutions as London School of Economics, Cambridge, 

Berkeley and Harvard has been set up. The list will keep expanding as the degree 

programme progresses. This will enhance exposure of students to global economic 

perspective and forge relations in terms of academic exchange.

                       RAGGING IS STRICTLY PROHIBITED 

 
As per the Supreme Court judgment in Vishwa Jagriti Mission Vs Central Government and Others (2001) 6 SCC 577, ragging is a cognizable 

criminal offence and is strictly prohibited. If any incident of ragging comes to the notice of the University, the concerned student shall be given 

liberty to explain and if his explanation is not found satisfactory, the University will expel him from the relevant program as well as the campus.  

As per the Himachal Pradesh Educational Institutions (Prohibition of Ragging) ordinance „2009‟ “Ragging” means any act, conduct or practice by 
which dominant power of senior students, former students or outsiders, is brought to bear on students freshly enrolled or students who are in any 

way considered junior by other students and includes individual or collective act or practices which –  

i) Involve physical or psychological assault or threat or use of force or wrongful confinement or restraint; or 

ii) Violate the status, dignity and honour of such students; or 

iii) Expose students to ridicule and contempt and affect their self esteem; or 

iv) Entail verbal abuse and aggression, indecent gestures and obscene behavior 

Prohibition of Ragging 

1. No person shall practice ragging in any form within or outside the premises of an educational institution. 

2. Any person who indulged in ragging, on conviction, be punished with imprisonment for a term which may extend to three years or 

with fine which may extend to fifty thousand rupees or both. 

Checking and reporting of incidents of Ragging 

1. The University is bound to take the immediate action on the occurrence of any incident of ragging. The concerned officer-in-charge 

will make a report to this effect to the Vice-Chancellor at the earliest. 

2. Every single incident of ragging where the victim or his parents or guardian or the head of educational institution is not satisfied with 

the institutional arrangement of action, a First Information Report (FIR) shall be filed without exception by the institutional authorities 

with the local police authorities. 

3. Any failure on the part of institutional authority or negligence or deliberate delay in lodging the First Information Report (FIR) with 

the local police shall be construed to be an act of culpable negligence on the part of the institutional authority. 

4. If any victim or his parents or guardian intends to file First Information Report (FIR) directly with the police that shall not absolve the 

institutional authority from the requirement of filing the First Information Report ( FIR). 

5. Any person found negligent in taking action / or shall, on conviction, be punished with imprisonment for term which may extend to 

one year or a fine which may extend to ten thousand rupees, or with both. 

Offence to be cognizable, non-bailable and compoundable 
6. Every offence under this Ordinance shall be cognizable, non-bailable and compoundable with the permission of the court. 

7. (1) Any student convicted of an offence under this Ordinance shall be expelled from the educational institution. 

(2) Student expelled on account of ragging shall not be admitted in any other educational institution for a period of three years from 

the date of order of such expulsion. 

Preliminary Enquiry / Action 

8. (1) Whenever any student or, as the case may be, the parents or guardian or a teacher of an educational institution or an Officer-in-

Charge makes a complaint, in writing, of ragging to the head of the educational institution, the head of that educational institution 

shall, without prejudice to the foregoing provisions, within twenty four hours of the receipt of the complaint, enquire into it and, if, 

prima facie, it is found true, suspend the student found guilty. 

(2) Where, on enquiry by the head of the educational institution, it is proved that prima facie there is no substance in the complaint 

received; he shall intimate the fact, in writing, to the complainant.
