The approval is wvalid for two years from the dale of issue of this leter. The
Society/Trust/institution shall obtain necessary affiliation/ permission from the concerned affiliating
Universily. as per the prescribed schedule of the Universityl Admission Authority ete. The Applicant
SocietyTrust/nstitution shall send information about commencement of the above courses to AICTE.
Incase the Institution could nol commence the above menlioned courses for whalsoever reasons
during the two years period from the date of issue of this letter, the approval becomes invalid and the
applicant society/frust shall have to make fresh application to AICTE for grant of fresh approval,

The approval is further subject to fulfilment of following conditions.
1 That the management shall provide adequate funds for development of land and building and
for providing related infrastructural, instructional and other facilities as per Council’s norms

and standards laid down by lhe Council from lime to time and for meeling recurming
expendilure.
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2 (a) That the admissions shall be made only after adequate infrastructure and all other facilities
are provided as per norms and guidelines of the AICTE.

{b} That the admissions shall be made in accordance with the regulations nolified by the
Couneil from fimea to time.

{c) That the admissions to the courses shall be made only afler the affiliating University /State
Board has given permission to start the course,

(d) That the Institulion shall not allow closure of the Institution or discontinuation of the
course(s) or start any new course (s) or alter intake capacity of seats without the prior
approval of the Coungil.

{e) That no excess admissions shall be made by the Institution over and above the approved
intake under any circumstances.

(f) That the institutions shall not have any collaborative arangements with any Indian and/or
Foreign Universities for conduct of technical courses nthar than those approved by AICTE
without obtaining prior approval from AICTE.

(g) That the Institution shall not allow conduct of any unapproved course whether technical or
non technical in the premises of AICTE approved institution/campus and for in the name
of the Institution without prior permission from AICTE.

3. That the institution shall operate only from the approved location, and that the institution shall
not open any off campus study centers/ extension centers directly or in collaboration with any
other institution/ university/ organization for the purpose of impariing technical education
without obtaining prior approval from the AICTE.

4, Thal the tuition and other fees shall be charged as prescribed by the Competent Authority
within the overall criteria prescribed the Council from time to time. Mo capitation fee shall be
charged from the students/guardians of students in any form.

b That the accounts of the Inslilution shall be audited annually by a cerified Chartered
Accountant and shall be open for inspection by the Council or any body or person authorized
by it.

6. That the Director/Principal and the teaching and other staff shall be selected according to
procedures, qualifications and experience prescribed by the Council from time {o time and pay
scales are pald as per the norms prescribed by the Council for time to fime.

7. {a) That the inslitution shall furnish requisite refurns and reports as desired by AICTE in order to
ensure proper maintenance of administrative and academic standards.

(b) That the technical institulion shall publish an information booklet before commencement of
the academic year giving details regarding the institution and courses/programmes being
conducted and details of infrastruclural faciliies including facully etc. in the form of
mandatory disclosure. The informalion booklet may be made available to the slakeholders
of the technical education on cost basis. The mandatory disclosure information shall be
housed in the Institlution Web-Site. The information shall be revised every year with
updated information about all aspects of the institution.

{c) That it shall be mandatory for the technical institution to maintain a web-site providing the
prescribed information. The website informalion must be continuously updaled as and
when changes take place.

(d} That a compliance report in the prescribed format along with mandatory disclosure on
fulfillment of the above conditions, shall be submitled each year by the Institulion within
the time limit prescribed by the Council from time to time.

{e) That if Technical Institution fails to disclose the information or suppress andfor
misrepresent the information, appropriate action could be initiated including withdrawal of
AICTE approval.

That all the laboratories, workshops elc. shall be equipped as per the syllabi of the concerned
affiliating University and shall be in operational condilion before making admissions,

That a library shall be established with adequate number of tilles, books, journals (both Indian
& Foreign) elc as per AICTE norms.

That a computer center with adequate number of terminals, Printers, legal software etc. shall
be established as per AICTE norms.

That a Refundable Performance Guarantee Fee (RPGF) shall be deposited with AICTE, New
Delhi for an amount and period prescribed by the Coungil from time to time.

AICTE may carry out random inspections round the year any time for verifying the slatus of
the Institutions to ensure maintenance of norms and slandards.

That the AICTE may also conduct inspections wilh or without notifying the dates to verify
specific complaints of mis-representation, violation of norms and standards, mal-practices ele.

That the Institution by virtue of the approval given by Council shall not automalically become
claimant lo any grant-in-aid from the Central or State Government.
